Dear Parish Community, 
     Last Saturday, June 13, Archbishop John Vlazny ordained 
seven transitional deacons as priests for the Archdiocese of Port-
land.  Two other transitional deacons, members of an Argentine 
religious community serving Saint Mary parish in Corvallis, were 
ordained priests in their native Argentina, one of whom will return 
to serve as parochial vicar at Saint Mary’s.  One of my class-
mates, not Father Karl, also chose to retire from active pastoral 
ministry.  Two priests, one of whom is Father John Cihak, are 
being sent to Rome, Father Cihak to serve on one of the Roman 
Congregations.  Upon reaching retirement age myself, I chose to 
“step down” from my heavy duties and take a smaller parish and 
school as pastor.  In January, when Saint Anne became “open” 
for a new pastor, three other parishes became open.  Within two 
months, there were 12 parishes seeking to fill pastor vacancies 
and just a few priests free to do so.  
     When I was ordained (a few years ago, last century), an assis-
tant priest would expect to wait 8-12 years before becoming a 
pastor in this Archdiocese.  The parochial vicar would have at 
least two parish assignments before becoming pastor.  Today, a 
parochial vicar has only one parish assignment, usually of three-
year duration, before becoming a pastor of a parish.  This year, 
because of assignments outside our archdiocese and the return 
of religious to their provincial houses (mostly located in California) 
without replacement, the Archdiocese had to call up priests who 
have only been ordained two years, two of which are southern 
Oregon priests, Fathers Meeuwsen of Medford and Nelson of 
Saint Anne’s.  Don’t complain about Father Jeff Meeuwsen’s 
transfer——he’s taking Father Holtzinger’s place in Forest Grove 
so we can get a new pastor.  Father Paschal Ezurike, from the 
Diocese of Orlu in Nigeria (Fathers Cletus Osuji of Roseburg and 
Casmir Onyegwara of the Catholic University of America in 

Washington, DC, belong to the diocese),  will assume Father Nel-
son’s duties as Saint Anne parochial vicar.  He has served as 
parochial vicar at Saint Anthony parish in Tigard. 
     Our Archdiocesan future is looking brighter as more young 
men (and old) are entering the seminaries to study for the priest-
hood.  We currently have 44 men studying for our archdiocese.  
The downside is that the cost of educating one man per year for 
the priesthood is enormous and more religious communities have 
indicated that they will be withdrawing more men from the par-
ishes next year.  At the same time, our parishes are growing in 
numbers which is most positive.  The point is—-be kind and gen-
tle to your parish priests.  The administrative and pastoral respon-
sibilities have multiplied over the past few years and our priests, 
especially those who are pastors, have little time “to lay their 
heads.”  The good news is that more and more parishioners are 
assuming more responsibilities, even as volunteers, for the in-
creasing pastoral and administrative roles once solely performed 
by pastors and religious.  
     Pope Benedict XVI has declared a special year beginning on 
the Feast of the Sacred Heart (Last Friday, June 19) as the “Year 
of the Priest” in an effort to encourage priests to seek greater  
“spiritual perfection” upon which effectiveness of their priestly 
ministry depends.  He will also name Saint John Vianney, cur-
rently the patron saint of parish priests, as patron saint of all 
priests, on this, the 150th anniversary of his death.  Please pray 
for and help support your priests so that we might help one an-
other grow closer to Christ in the years ahead.
