Dear Parishioners,

The U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops
(USCCB) has launched a postcard campaign to Con-
gress in support of immigration reform. It is antici-
pated that immigration reform could be considered in
2010. The Office of Justice and Peace/Respect Life
will coordinate the Archdiocese of Portland’s Jus-
tice for Immigrants Postcard Campaign Wednes-
day, February 17th and the weekend of February
20th and 21st throughout the Archdiocese, after all
masses.

Some of you wonder why the Church bothers in-
volving itself in discussions about migration. When
the last serious discussion took place in Congress
about migration reform, | received many letters that
were critical of the Church’s stance concerning our
undocumented sisters and brothers. Why do we
care? We do because we remember the words Je-
sus shared with us through the 25th Chapter of St.
Matthew’'s Gospel, “For | was a stranger and you wel-
comed me.” So many people seem to think our un-
documented sisters and brothers have come unfairly.
The truth is they have arrived, for the most part, as
poor and needy sisters and brothers seeking a way to
survive.

In recent years here in the Archdiocese of Port-
land we have established a pastoral goal of serving
the cultural diversity in our midst more effectively.
This is a priority in many dioceses across this land at
the present time. Those opposed to immigration re-
form are quick to point out that approximately 43 per-
cent of the immigrants legally admitted to our nation
are members of our Catholic faith family. They sug-
gest that many or even more of the illegal immigrants
are Catholic. Supposedly our involvement is simply
and effort “to grow our numbers.”

Whether the migrants arrive legally or not, one of
the fundamental requirements of our faith, based on
the teachings of Christ himself and Catholic social
teaching, is care for aliens and newcomers. Compre-
hensive immigration reform is the right step towards
ensuring this care. This is an important public policy
issue which impacts individuals and families in your
parish and | encourage you to participate in the cam-

paign.

Comparing January 2010 to a year ago is difficult because of
2 factors: there were 5 collection weekends this year com-
pared to only 4 last year; and the January offertory this year
included $4,660 in annual donations, which did not occur in
the same manner last year. If we pro-rate the January 2010
offertory to reflect only one month of those annual donations,
a more realistic offertory for January of this year would be
approximately $57,870. Nevertheless, it seems our pro-rated
January 2010 offertory is still substantially better than last
year, and it appears that is a reflection of the overall in-
creased commitments made in response to our parish offer-
tory improvement program which took effect the first of this
New Year. If this trend continues, we will be able to report
good news to you as this year progresses. Thank you for
your continuous support.
