But, let us remember that not everyone is the same. 
 
     May this Lent bring you a deep joy like nothing you 
have ever experienced.  May this joy which comes from 
our Lord enliven your faith and strengthen your hope.  
May this joy beget a greater sense of thankfulness for 
the things God has given us.  May we all remember how 
abundant God’s love is for each one of us!
