We Catholics are people of Mission.  It is what drives us, 
and gives us a sense of meaning.

Our mission statement is intended to be very short and 
broad.  It is something we can all remember and even 
quote.  It states what we claim to be and strive to live out in 
the future.  We do not live it out perfectly, but it is a won-
derful goal for which to strive.  It succinctly brings together 
an awareness of our previous mission statement as well as 
new ideas and goals which we hope will move us into the 
future.  From this mission, we will continue to discern goals 
and objectives which are more specific.  We will review the 
good work of the previous Pastoral Plan and renew and 
adjust it in light of our new situation.
