Discernment Process Update

Dear Parishioners,

Of the 8 step process for applying to seminary, | have
now completed step 5. | want to take this chance to let
you all know what the process has been so far, and give
you an idea of what is still to come.

| began the journey by trading emails with Fr. Kelly, the
vocations director for the Archdiocese. Within those
emails he outlined the 8 steps I'd be going through, the
first of which was to meet with him and talk about why |
wanted to apply. We did that in September, and he sent
me onto step 2, writing my application. This included
writing a 5 page autobiography, focusing on my spiritual
journey to this point, as well as any significant events in
my life. | also attended a discernment retreat at the end
of January, led by the Archbishop himself.

With steps 2 and 3 complete, | proceeded to steps 4 and
5, which were interviews. A couple of weeks ago | jour-
neyed north to Portland for a couple days for 7 inter-
views. The first was with a psychologist, for whom the
prior week | had completed a series of psychological
tests and had returned them to him. The interview was
good, I learned a little about myself, and it was good to

hear some of what he had to say. He sounded like in
his report to Fr. Kelly about me; there would not be any
issues.

The other 6 interviews were 3 priests, 2 nuns, and a col-
lege professor, focusing on various aspects of my life,
from prayer to academics, to current events, to physical
fitness. They were good, and they definitely helped me
see where | needed to focus more on personal improve-
ment at this time.

As of now, it is out of my hands and in God’s and the
admissions committee hands. They will all meet to-
gether with the Archbishop and as a group will make a
decision on whether | will be accepted. | thank you all
for your prayers and ask that you continue to pray for
my journey.

The liturgies of
Holy Week, beginning with Passion
Sunday, are never meant to be a histori-
cal reenactment, rather, we are called to
enter deeply into the mystery and the profound
meaning they have for each of us—the mystery of
dying to self, thus entering into resurrection.

Palms are an important symbol on this day. Our
movement on this day is much slower, reverent and
we are held together by the songs. We are starting
off a week of deep discernment and calling to mind
the events that led up to the Resurrection of Jesus.
He died for us.

God became man so he could show us the way to
be good children of God. We need to think about
the lessons he taught us here on Earth. Please take
full advantage of the extra events that we celebrate
during Holy Week.
