In this pro-
gram, Catholics who have been away for many 
years have an opportunity to ask questions and 

learn about things that have changed.  It is a way to help 
ease their transition.

Thank you!  Your offertory to the church for the first three 
quarters of this fiscal year shows a 3.7% increase over 
last year.  That is a very good sign and if that trend contin-
ues, we should end the fiscal year with a slightly positive 
cash situation. 
 
Completely separate from our offertory, the latest report of 
your commitments to the Archbishop’s Annual Catholic 
Appeal indicates that we have met 82% of our $43,848 
goal for the 2010 campaign.  If what has been pledged is 
actually donated over the next 4-5 months, it appears we 
will indeed meet our goal with no problem. Finally, your 
extremely generous donations thus far to the on-going 
Haitian Earthquake disaster fund have been almost 
$10,000.
