Dear Parishioners,

| had the good fortune of spending my three days (April 9-
11) Easter break in Libertyville and Mundelein in lllinois. My
mission was to attend the annual meeting of Religious order
in North America under the auspices of Institute on Religious
Life. The annual meeting is not restricted to religious orders
but is open to all who can attend. And so | have my full
rights and privileges to be there.

This year's National meeting highlighted the priestly life and
ministry of Rev. John Anthony Hardon, S.J., the principal
founder of the Institute on Religious Life in 1974, the saintly
Jesuit spent much time and energy working for the authentic
renewal of the consecrated life, catechetics, Catholic family
life, Pro-life efforts and Marian devotion. He passed away
on December 30, 2000, and his cause for canonization has
been officially opened.

As we know this year is the “Year for Priests” (June 19,
2009-June 19, 2010) and the Holy Father’'s primary intention
is to deepen the commitment of all priests to the interior re-
newal for the sake of a more forceful and incisive witness to
the gospel in today's world. It is also intended to encourage
all the faithful to pray for their priests, and to beg the Lord of
the harvest for more priestly vocations. Therefore it was
providential that this year's meeting focused on the theologi-
cal, spiritual and apostolic legacy of the servant of God, Rev.
John A. Hardon, S.J. a contemporary priest with the aim to
see and imitate his worthy virtues.

The meeting started at Marytown, the home of the National
Shrine of St. Maximillian Kolbe of the Conventual Franciscan
Friars, on Friday morning with two speakers, Mother As-
sumpta Long, O.P. and Rev. Benedict Groeschel, C.F.R.
Rev. Groeschel spoke on “Loyal son of Ignatius: The Reli-
gious and Priestly witness of John A. Hardon, S. J., servant
of God. Later in the day the meeting moved over to the
University of Saint Mary of the Lake (USML)- Mundelein
Seminary. The seminary is the largest in America and it was
where the first Eucharistic congress took place in 1926.
There at USML-Mundelein Seminary the other eight speak-
ers eloquently and happily delivered their inspiring papers.
The speakers had one thing in common; they knew Fr. Har-
don personally, either as a friend, or as his student, or as a
colleague, etc. Hundreds  of youths from different states
participated in the meeting on Saturday; the aim of the or-
ganizers is to encourage vocations to the priesthood and
religious life. We pray that it bears fruits.

It is pertinent to mention that the meeting was not only an
eye opener but, also very inspiring, educating and edifying.
| thank God | was there. Special thanks to the Good Sa-
maritan of Vernon Hills, lllinois, who sponsored my trip. May
God bless and reward you. Next year's meeting will be from
Friday after Easter until Divine Mercy Sunday.

Finally beloved in Christ, always remember that “OUR
