Afterschool Day Care- sign up NOW! 
We will once again have the afterschool day care available.  

Registration & Emergency paperwork must be filled out and a $25 per 

child fee paid before child will be accepted into program. You MUST 

designate which days that your child will be attending and you will be 

billed accordingly at the beginning of each month. The daily rate is 

$7.50 per child. Your child will be removed from the program if 

payment isnôt made by the 10
th
 of  the month. On those RARE 

occasions that you may need your child to attend the afterschool day 

care and it wasnôt one of the scheduled days that you were billed 

ahead for then you will be billed at a $10 a day rate. Payment must be 

made the day after the child has attended. 

 

CHILD SAFETY 
 

The guidelines of the Archdiocese of Portland require that all 

volunteers working with children have a background check every 3 

years and take a Child Safety Class every year. 
 

The first year that you take a class you are required to come to the 

parish and watch two DVDôS.  Each year after your first class; you 

are required to take an online class that you can do at home on 

your computer.  We do have computers here that you can take the 

class if you do not have internet access.  These classes usually last 

for about 30 minutes.
